Meeting Called to Order at 10:30 by Trent Simon

Presentation by Trent Simon with Limestone County EMA
Financial Report:
LEPC checking account beginning balance on Jan. 1st was $75.  LEPC Savings account beginning balance was $25.  Due to dormant fees, both accounts accrued a $40 fee.  Carpenter submitted a $500 voluntary fee for their TIER II chemicals and that was split between the checking and savings.  The ending balance as of May 6th was $285 in checking and $245 in savings.  
Attendee introductions
Old Business:
Cody (Treasurer) reported on several options for an electronic payment system.  See the attached powerpoint for the comparison of the three services presented by the Treasurer.    Cody mentioned that Clover would be the cheapest option. Vice Chairman Eddie Garlen proposed that the committee vote on which service to use at the August meeting.
At the previous meeting Dion had requested that an invoice be created for those needing it for the voluntary fee.  Cody has created an invoice for the committee.
Trent mentioned the Hazardous Materials Response Plan for LEPC and the federal requirement to have one in place.  Rita with EMA has put together a draft and briefly went over what was in the draft and the additional information that will be needed.
Dion reminded everyone again of the voluntary fee and that if a facility needs an invoice, Cody can get one created and sent to that facility.
New Business: 
Trent mentioned that EMA has several plans that have federal requirements the county must meet including some that require input from county agencies and partners including the Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Rita provided an update on the Hazard Mitigation plan progress.  
Trent mentioned the upcoming Browns Ferry Ingestion Pathway FEMA evaluated exercise.  The exercise includes impacts to areas within 50 miles of Browns Ferry which could potentially impact all facilities in the county and their operations.  Trent mentioned that each facility should potentially add information regarding the plant in their facility plans and EMA can assist if needed.
